The fast and irrepressible increase of the antimicrobical resistance (AMR) observed in the last two decades represents one of the most important problem in medicine. Concerning the "One Health" con​cept, the health of food-producing animals, with suitable welfare conditions, represents an important factor for the consumer safety. It is known that livestock breeding insufficient management levels can contribute to the developement of technopathies, followed by an impressive increase in the use of antibiotics. The aim of this study is to collect data about antimicrobial resistance in bovine livestocks and possible correlations between animal welfare, technopathies and vac​cines
