Norovirus is an enteric virus with foodborne transmission. Bivalve shellfish are a main source of infections and outbreaks, which in the last years showed an increasing trend. Therefore a monitoring plan was set up to control the NoV prevalence in this food category considered at high risk of contamination, due to the filtering activity of shellfish. The presence of Norovirus GI (NoVGI) and Norovirus GII (NoVGII) was evaluated by Real- Time PCR according to ISO 15216-2:2019.
