Organophosphates and carbamates are common biocides capable of inhibiting acetylcholinesterase with consequent accumulation of acetylcholine in the synaptic cleft and subsequent long-term activation of receptors. Zebrafish is a valid study model characterized by multiple and advantageous features and has been used in this study in accordance with Directive 63/2010 and the D.Lgs 26/2014. In this preliminary study, the embryos were exposed for 96 hours to five different neurotoxic, and analyzed at different concentrations. Subsequently, qPCR was performed on the extracted RNA by evaluating the gene expression of AChE, GRIN-1B, LINGO-1B, c-Fos, possible biomarkers of neurotoxicity
