Tick Borne Encephalitis virus (TBEV) is an important zoonotic Arbovirus transmitted by ticks, that represent an increasing health risk for humans. In recent decades, several factors have influenced the spread of the virus, such as climate and ecological change, increased populations of large wild mammals and of ticks. Additionally, the expansion of outdoor activities exposes humans to more frequent contact with potentially infected ticks. In the present report, we describe clinical signs, pathological findings and viral characterization of a case of TBE in a chamois and in its ticks, discovering a new TBE focus in Italian Central Alpes
