Systemic fungal infections are rare in veterinary medicine and typically occur in immunocompromised individuals. A 7-year-old female alpaca exhibited respiratory symptoms and was treated with benzylpenicillin and dexamethasone. Despite initial improvement, the symptoms worsened, leading to the animal's death. Post-mortem examination revealed diffuse pneumonia with multiple suppurative foci and disseminated infection in kidney and liver. Cytological and histological examinations showed the presence of yeasts, pseudohyphae, and fungal hyphae in the renal and pulmonary lesions. Fungal cultures confirmed the growth of C.albicans and A. fumigatus in the respective organs. Serological diagnosis confirm the presence of a C. albicans systemic infection. This study suggests an initial invasion of C. albicans and subsequent pulmonary superinfection by A. fumigatus due to previous therapy which are considered important predisposing factors to the development of systemic immunosuppression
