Rabbit Haemorragic Disease virus (RHDV) and European Brown Hare Syndrome virus (EBHSV) are two lagoviruses, endemic in many countries, Italy included, where they cause fatal viral hepatitis. Serology is widely used for diagnostic purposes and recently detection of IgA has become increasingly important to reveal a mucosal infection and re-infections. In order to develop diagnostic tools of high specificity and sensitivity we produced monoclonal antibodies (MAbs) anti IgA of hare. To obtain them, we inoculated two mice with 50 μg of purified IgA from hare bile. Immunization produced 22 MAbs that were analysed through ELISA test and Western Blotting. The results identified MAbs cross-reactive with rabbit IgA but also specific for hare IgA. As a preliminary step, we selected two highly reactive MAbs for each type to standardise an ELISA for testing hare sera, including some collected from EBHS outbreaks
