In order to comply what is indicated in the European Pharmacopoeia update regarding the replacement of the in vivo test (mouse model) for the evaluation of atypical toxicity, two in vitro methods have been identified. In particular, the tests considered are MTT Cell Proliferation Assay, ATP Luminescence Cell Viability Assay. These are based on different principles that aim to highlight the viability of a cell monolayer after exposure to a potentially toxic biological and/or chemical substance. Both methods have been used for long time in research and regulatory settings. The purpose of this study was to evaluate whether one or both methods could be useful in order to replace the animal model
