Neoplasia in pigs represents a rare and incidental finding typically detected at the time of slaughtering. Herein, we report the main pathological features of four neoplastic lesions, recently found in slaughtered heavy pigs in Northern Italy. These neoplasms macroscopically appeared as large and firm lesions, most likely due to the application of ear tags. Based on gross, histopathological histochemical and immunohistochemical features, the diagnosis of fibroma (n=2) and fibrosarcoma (n=2) was made. The development of neoplasms associated with the presence of foreign bodies, including ear tags, has been documented in different animal species. With an estimated prevalence of about 1 case per 25-50000 slaughtered pigs, fibroma/fibrosarcoma ear tag-associated would represent the most frequent neoplasm in pigs associated with welfare loss
