Streptococcus suis (S. suis) is one of the most important pathogens of pigs, capable of causing septicaemia, meningitis, arthritis in weaned piglets. The use of autogenous vaccines and antimicrobial therapy are the two S.suis control measures available to control the disease in addition to management practices. In order to prepare the type of vaccine, it is essential to know the strain(s) circulating in the herd. This knowledge must be constantly updated in order to adapt the immunising vaccine strains to those actually circulating in the field, selected by environmental and vaccine pressure
