A novel pestivirus species, ovine/IT pestivirus (ovIT PeV), isolated from aborted lambs, with high genetic identity to classical swine fever virus (CSFV), has proved to induce reproductive disorders in pregnant ewes. In this study, we determined the prevalence of ovIT PeV infections in samples from ovine and swine farms located within10 km away from the initially affected site between the years 2021 and 2023 and analysed for both antigen and antibody detection. In addition, more samples from the originally affected farm were investigated. We found antibody positivity against pestivirus and CSFV in sera taken in three farms. Furthermore, ovIT PeV strains originating from the affected farm were characterised at the genetic level. Finally, in Farm 1 a BVDV 1d strain and a Tunisian sheeplike virus (TSV) were also identified
