Milk and dairy products may be contaminated by Aflatoxin M1 (AFM1), a carcinogenic compound with high hepatotoxicity produced by fungi of the genus Aspergillus. Thus, the European Union established a concentration limit for AFM1 in milk and, in 2019, the Italian Ministry of Health proposed four different enrichment factors (EFs) for cheese based on cheese’s moisture content on a fat-free basis (MMFB) for bovine dairy products. In this study we define the EFs of cheese with different MFFB and compare them with those recommended by the Italian Ministry of Health. Results showed that all the EF average values from this study were lower than those of the Italian Ministry of Health. Hence, the current EFs might need to be reconsidered for a better categorization of AFM1 risk in cheese
