After notification from the Local Health Unit of Reggio Emilia of a possible case of food intoxication caused by the consumption of swordfish meatballs, an investigation was carried out to identify the source of the disease. The patient reported symptoms compatible with scombroid syndrome, therefore, a sampling was carried out to retrieve leftovers from the household and similar products from the point of distribution to determine histamine content and species involved. The histamine detected was 20 times higher than the limit set by the European regulations. Moreover, only one product was label compliant and contained swordfish (Xiphias gladius), the others were replaced with different tuna species
