Incorrect labeling or species substitution, particularly in products with a high commercial value such as fish, is an issue monitored with increasing attention in Europe and has economic, ethical and health consequences. DNA barcoding of COI and cytb genes has been shown to be able to identify the species of origin in raw and processed food. This work illustrates the results of the analytical activity carried out using a validated internal DNA barcoding method for the identification of species in fish products collected for official and own-control in the first half of 2023
