Since 2011, a surveillance plan for canine leishmaniasis (Lcan), a parasitic zoonosis that has the dog as a reservoir of infection, has been active in the Emilia-Romagna Region. In 2015, Regional resolution 240/2015 "Approval of the guidelines for the control of canine leishmaniasis in Emilia-Romagna" was issued, which gave the necessary continuity to the plan in order to produce a risk map updated on the spread of leishmaniasis in the region; maintain control over the state of health of dogs kept in shelters to provide health guarantees to dogs up for adoption; provide practitioner veterinarians with tools suitable for confirmation of clinical suspicions of Leishmaniasis in owned dogs. The data collected with the activities envisaged by the plan made it possible to estimate the regional prevalence of canine leishmaniasis by checking the dogs when they first enter the kennel. This work presents the annual trend of the prevalence of Lcan in Emilia-Romagna region in the last 10 years
